In the event that any team ranked 1st, 2nd and 3rd at the completion of the tournament chooses to withdraw from the Super 12 Competition; the available position will be offered to the 4th ranked team and so on, until the position can be filled.

Rules and Regulations
· It is important that Clubs realise the commitment they will be making to represent the region should 
they qualify.  Games will be hosted throughout Waikato, Counties Manukau, Auckland/Waitakere and 
North on Friday evenings, with Teams having to make their own Travel arrangements.

· During the Qualifying Tournament all games will be played as 4 x 10 minute quarters with 2, 3 ,2 
minute quarter breaks, with 25 minutes in between rounds.

· Team sheets must be filled out 10 minutes before each round and handed to the control room.  

· Teams can register up to a maximum of 15 players.  Registration Forms submitted are deemed as player 
registrations for that Club in that Region for the upcoming season. [Regions will be working 
together and 
closely with Netball Centres to ensure that this ruling is upheld].  

· Players contracted to the ANZ Championships may not play in the Super 12 Club Competition.

· Games will be controlled by a buzzer – no injury time (an injured player can be removed from the court 
during the game and can be substituted immediately).
· An injured player may be replaced on the registration form only if she is unable to play in the rest of 
the 
competition. A medical certificate will be required to withdraw the player.

· Points: 4 points for a win, 2 for a draw, 1 for a loss within 5 goals, 0 for a loss.  These points will be 
recorded in the control room.

· The three teams ranked 1st, 2nd and 3rd at the end of the Qualifying Tournament will win the right to 
represent Netball North and enter the 2011 Super 12 Competition (rules included)  which includes 3 
Club 
teams each from North, Counties Manukau, Auckland/Waitakere and Waikato Regions

· In the event that any team ranked 1st, 2nd and 3rd at the completion of the tournament chooses to 
withdraw from the Super 12 Competition; the available position will be offered to the 4th ranked team 
and so on, until the position can be filled.

· A draw in section play will be allowed.  If two teams have the same number of points at the end of 
section play, goal average of the games will decide the placing i.e.; goals for divided by goals against.

Rules and Regulations
· If goal average is identical then goal difference will be applied   i.e.: the difference between goals for and 
against.

· In the event of a further tie the teams scoring the most goals for will be declared the winner.
· In the Final play offs, no draws are allowed, play shall continue until one team has a two (2) goal 
advantage.

· Weather: Games will be played Rain or Shine, however in adverse weather conditions, a cancellation will 
be made by group text or email at 11am on the morning of the Tournament.  A club Delegate will be 
contacted by Netball North.
· Balls: All teams are to supply their own correctly inflated regulation netball (size 5).
· We have a total of 160 minutes over four rounds to allow for play offs.

· Please ENSURE that a duty of care is applied to ALL players, in line with the Netball New Zealand 
recommendation that a player has a maximum of 120 minutes game time in one day.  With squads of 
up to 15 players we are sure teams will be able to manage this.
· Protests are not allowed.

· Failure to comply with any of the above regulations will result in loss of tournament points.

· The game of Netball for the Super 12 Qualifying Tournament will be governed by the rules of the 
Netball New Zealand Inc. International Rulebook .
· Netball North will have First Aid and Ice available.  An Accident and Emergency Clinic is located a short         
drive from the courts.
· Each team must supply their own Umpire, contact Sharon Fraser should assistance with allocation be 
required.
· Netball North support Smokefree sport.  No smoking is permitted within grounds.

AFTER QUALIFYING ROUND THE SUPER 12 COMPETITION COMMENCES

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SUPER 12 CLUB COMPETITION

Rules and Regulations

1. A registration log of all teams and players involved in the Super 12 Club Competition to be kept at the Regional Office of the participating Regions.  All players to sign the registration form. Name to be printed, signature along side.

2. A Team may register up to 15 players. However for semi-finals and finals a player must have played at least 3 games prior to finals day.

3. Registration Forms submitted are deemed as player registrations for that Club in that Region for the upcoming season. [Regions will be working together and closely with Netball Centres to ensure that this ruling is upheld].  

4. Affiliation fees will be paid to the Centre as per normal and must be paid in full by each Centres registration dates. 

5. Teams must fax or email the host Region the day before the game the 12 players who will play in the following day’s game.

6. Each club may not enter more than one team per Region. Secondary School teams are ineligible and are not permitted to enter the Competition.

7. Players contracted to the ANZ Championships may not play in the Super 12 Club Competition.

8. Each team must have their uniforms registered.

9. Team Sheets must be completed and handed to Bench Officials 20 minutes before the start of play. 

10. Points: 4 points for a win, 2 for a draw, 1 for a loss within 5 goals, 0 for a loss.

In the event of a tie on points at the end of pool play the result of the game between the two teams decides the winner. However; 

a. If the two teams drew the match or if more than two teams have the same number of points at the end of pool play, goal average of the games will decide the placing i.e.; goals for divided by goals against.

b. If goal average is identical then goal difference will be applied   i.e.: the difference between goals for and against.

c. In the event of a further tie the teams scoring the most goals for will be declared the winner.

d. In competition games where no draws are permitted i.e. Semis & Finals; the following will apply in the event that the score is level at full-time;

e. A two minute interval at the end of full-time. Substitutions and/or team changes can only be made during this interval, except in the case of injury or illness during play when the IFNA rules of the game apply.
f. Extra time of two (2) x seven (7) minute halves each way will be played.
g. At the beginning of extra time, teams change ends and the game is restarted by the team entitled to the next centre pass.
h. Teams change ends at half time between the two periods of extra time without an interval. No substitutions or team changes are allowed.
i. In the event of a tie at the end of extra time, play will continue until one team has a two (2) goal advantage.
11.
An injured player may be replaced on the registration form only if she is unable to play in the rest of the competition. A medical certificate will be required to withdraw the player.

12. All games must be played indoors.

13. Protests are to be lodged in writing to your Region within 24 hours. A hearing is to be held by the following Wednesday. The judiciary committee will consist of one representative from each of the four participating regions. The protest will be heard by a representative from the two neutral regions and one other neutral person.

The Captain/ coach of each team plus both umpires of that game may be required to attend the hearing (Conference Call).

Failure to comply with any of the above regulations will result in loss of championship     

      points and possible expulsion from the competition.

15. The game of netball for the Super 12 Club Championship will be governed by the rules of the Netball New Zealand Inc. International Rulebook.
